Artist Challenge: Murray Art Guild’s Artist Challenge series, open to all area artists, runs throughout the year 
giving artists an opportunity to explore new ideas and be creative outside their everyday routine. Artists are to 
create a small piece (in the 12” range) in a relatively short period of time based on the given theme. The scale 
and time limitations are meant to alleviate expectations of creating a “masterpiece”. This is a chance for the artist 
to explore ideas, play with new media and exhibit the completed work in a group exhibition at the Guild. “View” is 
currently on exhibit at the Guild. The next challenge, “Environment” is due April 1st, and will be on exhibit through 
the month of April.

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WORKSHOPS and OPPORTUNITIES  
 

Introduction to Drawing: Guild assistant Stacey Reason is teaching an 8 week drawing class on Wednesdays 
11-12:30 designed to introduce basic drawing material and techniques to the beginner, or a good review for 
anyone else! This workshop has filled up with a great response, so keep posted for additional drawing workshops 
to come! 
 
Recycled and Renewed Jewelry Workshop: Beverly Kietzke will be teaching a jewelry making class. Bring in 
loose beads and orphan earrings to re-cycle and re-create them into something new and exciting! Bring a lunch! 
FEE: $35 member, $50 non-member DATES: Saturday April 19

th
, 10am-2pm 

 
Oil Painting: Mary Fuhrmann will be teaching an oil painting workshop in the spring. A short supply list including 
basic painting supplies and sketch book is required, check the website for details.  
FEE: $90 member, $125 non-member DATES: April 14-17, 6-9pm 
 
Intermediate-Advanced Drawing: Dale Leys will be teaching his annual drawing workshop at the Guild. This 
year he will instruct On-sight drawing sessions using watercolor and pen and ink. Wet mediums suggested but not 
required. FEE: TBA    DATES: May 14-15, 9am-12pm 
 
Book-Binding: Miranda will be teaching a book-binding workshop. This will be a Monday-Thursday workshop 
around the middle of June in the evening. Check the website for more upcoming details.  
 
Weave a Rug in a Day: The loom is warped (with a dark warp) and ready to go, participants choose their 
materials and one of our experienced weavers will guide you through the weaving process as you create your 
own hand woven rug in a matter of hours for a minimal, all-inclusive fee.   
 
Other opportunities in weaving include one-on-one beginning loom weaving as well as tapestry weaving and 
triangle loom weaving. If you are interested in workshops or instruction in these areas, contact the Guild to set up 
a time.  
 
Weekly Life Drawing Sessions: This is an on-going class which will continue throughout the year. The session 
is non-instructional and artists are encouraged to work in their choice of media. 
FEE: nominal model fee  DATES: Every Thursday, 9am-12pm 
 

Plein Air: MAG Plein Air painters will meet in various locations for a day of 
painting “in the open air”. This informal gathering will give everyone a chance 
to work independently throughout the day, come together over lunch, and end 
the day sharing trials and triumphs. They will meet regularly on the first 
Monday of every month, except when that Monday is a holiday then they will 
meet on the second Monday. Plan to meet at the designated location at 9am. 
Bring painting or drawing supplies (most will be working in watercolor, oils, 
pastels) and everything you’ll need to be comfortable (easel, chairs, etc) and a 
lunch. Most sessions will be non-instructional with no fees.

Knit Night: This non-instructional knitting gathering is held every Thursday evening, 6pm at the Guild. This is an 
open studio to anyone interested in knitting. Meet, mingle, and trade yarns with local knitters. A fun informal 
opportunity to share patterns, compare techniques and trade tips on stitches. 
FEE: no fee for members; minimal fee for non-members  DATES: every Thursday at 6pm 
 
REMINDER: The Guild has plenty of space for members to come in and work on their art. There is a large studio 
at the south end of the building well lit with natural light from two walls of windows for painting and drawing as well 
as a large space in the upper north end of the building for any other medium. We encourage our members to stop 
by and participate in the daily on-goings of the Guild. Many regulars often come in on Tuesdays and Fridays, but 
we are open and ready to work almost every day of week!
